Titan offense leads to win

Dragons in conference play

Eagles defeat Cross County
The BDS Eagles climbed 

to a record of 7-0 upon de-
feating Cross County, which 
was averaging 360 rushing 
yards per game. The fi nal 
score 

“Our defense held them 
to 58 yards on 35 carries,” 
Coach Chris Ardissono 
said. 

The team’s four front 
linemen, Jacob Schoenholz, 
Nolan Weber, Isaac Else and 
Kyle Ardissono as well as 
John Christensen and Aaron 
Mick derailed the Cougar’s 

rushing attack with nearly 
100 tackles. 

Weber had 21 tackles; 
Ardissono, 18; Christensen, 
16; Else, 14; Mick, 12; and 
Schoenholz, 11. 

Coach Mark Rotter saw 
the game as the best BDS 
has played this season. 
Christensen rushed for four 
touchdowns and two points 
while Logan Schroeder 
caught a touchdown pass 
from Christensen. 

Special team players, 
Isaac Kamler, Zach Mosier 

and Josiah Kamler placed 
the team in several strategic 
fi eld positions, Coach Ryne 
Philippi said. 

In rushing, Christensen 
knocked down 196 yards 
while Heath Calvert had 15 
and Kameron Dickson, 13. 

Christensen had 65 yards 
in passing. Schroeder went 
for 49 yards receiving and 
Schoenholz gathered an-
other 15 in receiving. 

The Eagles will play 
Thayer Central Oct. 19 at 7 
p.m. in Shickley. 

The Thayer Central Titan 
offense clicked from the 
start of the homecoming 
game, Coach Jereme Jones 
said. 

“Our quarterback Logan 
Wiedel started out 7-7 pass-
ing for three touchdowns,” 
he said. “We scored on the 
fi rst three drives.” 

The Titans defeated Hum-
boldt-Table-Rock-Steinauer 
32-8. The record is 4-3.  

Not only did the of-
fense demonstrate effort, 
running back, Jackson 
Feulner made it 150 yards 
in rushing. 

“We were also able to get 
our running game going,” 
Jones said. 

Phillip Price, Logan 
Wiedel and Jarod Hergott 
added to Feulner’s yards to 
nab a total of 197. 

In receiving, the Titans 
garnered 145 yards with 
Zach Koss’s 55 and Jarod 
Hergott’s 83. 

Jarod Hergott also scored

credit and Feulner, four. 

On defense, the Titans 
made had 20 tackles and 18 
assists.

Three runners in the top 
15 placed both Titan teams 
in the run for the state cham-
pionship. 

The Thayer Central girls 
claimed a fi rst place vic-
tory over the district with 
38 points to St. Cecelia’s 
48 points for second and 

Doniphan-Trumbull’s 66 
points for third place. 

The boys were runners-up 
at 25 points. Shelton had 
24 points for fi rst place and 
Doniphan-Trumbull, 68 
points for third.

Coming in second for the 
girls was Alanna Fangmeier 
in 22:15.60. She fi nished in 
ninth place. Kylie Pachta 
followed and placed 14th 
in 22:28.02.

Long said hosting the meet 
at the Hebron Country Club 
was a plus. 

“Our kids knew where 
to take advantage,” he said 
about the uphill trek at the 
two-mile mark to hole No.

The hill is a gradual climb 
and runners tend to slow 
down, he said. 

“Our kids know to run 
harder at that point. Damian 
moved into third place after 
two miles,” he said. 

Escritt’s strategy was 
to stay with the group of 
runners in front. After the 
short, steep stretch near hole 
No. 9, Escritt broke away 
from the pack, nabbed the 
lead and kept it ahead of 
Doniphan Trumbull’s state 
placers. 

“Sydney ran against good 
competition and experienced 
runners,” he said. 

The teams were prepared 

to capitalize on their home 
course. 

“We knew kids were going 
to slow down on those hills,” 
Long said. 

On the boys, Long said 
Trey Fischer left his comfort 
zone and ran solid during the 
mid-point of the race. He 
passed Casey, but Casey is 
a strong fi nisher and sprinted 
his last 200 yards. From 
Stewart to Casey, there was 
a 22-second gap. 

“That helps scoring wise,” 
Long said. 

Although Shelton will 
be a contender at the state 
meet, the team to beat is 
Malcolm. 

“I don’t think anyone is 
going to touch them,” Long 
said. “It comes down to how 
hard you want to compete. 
Malcolm took fi rst at their 
district. They’ll probably 
have four runners that will 
medal. There will be lots 
of schools competing for 
second.”

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Drinking and shooting on the 
1875 farmers’ excursion

A saloon in Ericson, Nebraska, circa 1900. History Ne-
braska.

It’s become a cliche that 
business trips to distant cities 
can become opportunities 
for behavior of the “what 
happens in Vegas, stays in 
Vegas” variety. This was also 
true in 1875, even when the 
travelers were Otoe County 
farmers and the big city was 
Lincoln.

In 1866 businessmen in 
Nebraska City organized 
the Midland Pacifi c Railway 
Company (later the Ne-
braska Railway Company). 
The railroad built to Lincoln 
in 1871 and completed a 
branch line to Brownville 
in 1875.

Farmers supported the 
railroad because they wanted 
it to haul their crops and 
livestock to eastern mar-
kets. Some farmers in Otoe 
County even donated land or 
gave the railroad free right-
of-way across their property. 
Midland Pacifi c distributed 
free tickets as a reward. 

The Nebraska City News 
of February 27, 1875, re-
ported a “Farmers Excur-
sion” from the Barney and 
Minersville area of Otoe 
County to Lincoln. More 
than 100 farmers signed up 
for the “educational excur-
sion,” including at least fi ve 
who’d never ridden a train 

before.
In Lincoln the group met 

the dean of the University of 
Nebraska agricultural col-
lege, and visited the univer-
sity’s “model farm” and the 
city campus before returning 
home the next day.

But not everyone went 
along for the education. 
The Nebraska City News 
also ran a story under the 
headline, “More Whiskey 
Infernalism.” According 
to the News, “a few ruf-
fi anly whiskey-soakers got 
themselves smuggled in to 
decent company” on the 
recent trip. “At Lincoln their 
principal employment was 
visiting saloons and drinking 
whiskey. . . . As soon as the 
[return] train started from 
Lincoln they commenced 
again, drinking, card-play-
ing, ripping and swearing 
like fi ends.”

Two of the men got into a 
fi ght, which led to a shooting 
in which a third man was 
wounded in the hand. “For 
ten or fi fteen minutes there 
was the most intense confu-
sion and excitement” until 
the pistol was fi nally taken 
from the assailant. He was 
arrested and removed from 
the train at Palmyra.
